We are saddened to announce that Dr. Ralph Haber passed away this week, and
the funeral will take place tomorrow at 12:30 at the Yarkon cemetery.
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Dr. Ralph Haber (1927 — 2025)

Ralph Haber was born in 1927 in Romania and immigrated to Israel in 1940. He
received his Ph.D. in chemistry (1950-1956) from the University of Zurich,
Switzerland, and completed his postdoctoral research in Stereochemistry at the
University of Notre Dame (1956-1958). Ralf became a Lecturer in organic chemistry
in the Faculty of Chemistry at the Technion (1960-1962) and later joined Abic
Pharmaceutical Industries as the Director of Research and Development (1962-
1993). Ralf developed a new drug “Avimsten100” for the treatment of infections in
cattle, as well as other drugs. When Teva Pharmaceutical Industries Ltd. acquired
the Abic company, Ralph became a Senior Consultant to the Legal and Patent
Department (1994-2016) and retired in 2017.

Ralph Haber served as President of the Israel Chemical Society from 1980-1984.

Ralph is survived by his two daughters and sons-in-law, six grandchildren, and
eleven great-grandchildren.

The ICS and the entire community of Israeli scientists mourn the loss of an influential
scientist.
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
